Vice Chair
Allocco Jr. inquired if this was for staff and faculty or will students have access as well.
Mr. Hull shared that everyone will have access, and the wi-fi modernization piece has
already begun. New communication for students with guidance on the new wireless
and the hardware will be implemented during the course of this year. All individuals and
locations will have the hardware and protocols. Mr. Mitten inquired about the contract
and who the third-party partners are. Mr. Hull shared that it is Juniper and Sysco, Maria
Boone from Financial Services can provide more details. Mr. Mitten made a motion to
approve the Implementation of Phase Il Mist Wireless and Collegewide SD-WAN
Projects. The motion was seconded by Mr. Wilson and unanimously approved.

Mr. Wasilefsky,

Long & Associates is pleased to present this proposal to you for the proposed new PHSC Leadership and Operations
Center. We understand the construction delivery method would be CM at risk, and that the program totals about 8,200 GSF,
per the owner program outline provided. To this end we have attached a revised proposed program for your review and
based our proposal on this attached program.

The Purpose of this Rule is to establish policy for a Pasco-Hernando State College
(PHSC) student to serve as a non-voting member on the College's District Board of
Trustees (DBOT). The Student Representative shall be a liaison between the student
body and the District Board of Trustees.

A currently enrolled PHSC student may serve as a non-voting student representative on
the DBOT. The student representative shall be subject to annual appointment by the
DBOT and may-serves fora-maximum-of-two-a one-year terms. The term will begin on
July 1 and end on June 30. The student may be appointed by a majority vote of the
PHSC DBOT or through a competitive process and with confirmation by the DBOT.

The DBOT Chairperson may appoint a DBOT member to work with the Senier-Vice-
President of Student-AffairsEnrollment Management and Student Services to establish
the appropriate procedures regarding the selection of the student representative.
