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6HX19-3.06 FACULTY TEACHING LOAD 

The purpose of this Board Rule is to establish Board policy regarding the teaching load 
of College faculty. 

Each full-time faculty member shall teach a minimum of 15 classroom contact hours, or 
its equivalent, per week, during the fall and spring terms.  A classroom contact hour 
consists of a regularly scheduled one-hour period of classroom activity in a course of 
instruction which has been approved by the Board.  For purposes of calculating the 15-
hour teaching load, the guidelines contained in Board Rule 6Hx19-3.07, Faculty 
Teaching Loads and Supplemental Contract Payments, will be followed.
